Conference to celebrate 21 years of Landcare
This week marks the 21st anniversary of the decade of landcare announcement made by Prime Minister Bob Hawke on the 20 July 1989, a historic commitment to increase support for community nature conservation and landcare. 
The annual Queensland Landcare Conference to be held in Caloundra from the 15 – 17 September with the theme Celebrating 21 years of Landcare, will capture the progress, achievements and future opportunities for one of the strongest community movements in Australia’s history.

The first gathering of Queensland landcarers was held in Brisbane in 1990, since that time the landcare and natural resource management sector of Queensland have gathered annually for the Queensland Landcare Conference at different locations around Queensland ranging from Townsville to Roma and including a previous visit to Caloundra in 2000 to debate and discuss changing trends in land management.

This year’s Queensland Landcare conference program features 4 field trips exploring the Sunshine Coast Region and 12 workshop themes covering areas such as sustainable farming systems, indigenous land management, water quality, landcare as business and biodiversity.
Often hailed as an elder statesman of Landcare, and conference keynote speaker, Jock Douglas believes the conference will be a time for celebration and reflection and taking stock of the large job still ahead.

“A 21st anniversary is always a good time to take stock of what’s been achieved and what’s on the horizon,” Jock said. “And landcare is no different.”

“We face some challenges in coming years and I think this conference will give many of us a good opportunity to think about the future and the direction we need to head,” Jock said.
