Who attends the conference?

Historically, the Landcare conference has had excellent attendance, in excess of 300 participants. In 2008 we are
anticipating up to 350 delegates will attend the conference.

Most of these participants represent the 350 Landcare and other conservation and natural resource management
groups in Queensland and more broadly, representatives from other conservation and environment groups; local, state
and federal government; landcare and farm suppliers; project officers and facilitators; major business partners;
engineers, planners and consultants; primary producers; and industry groups.

More than 400 people attended the 2007 Queensland Landcare Conference held in Mackay. The chart below shows
the spread of delegate representation.
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About the trade exhibition

Between 20 and 25 trade exhibition spaces will be erected in a purpose built marquee in the grounds of the Monto
Showground.
